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Advanced Equine First Aid Kit

This first aid kit provides only the basic supplies needed to delay urgent problems until a veterinarian can be obtained to complete the necessary treatment. Please use common sense when using the below items. Remember that your animal’s safety is the first concern. The owner and officers of the Los Lunas Animal Clinic are not responsible for the use or misuse of any of the items included in the suggested kit.

Basic Kit Items

1. Betadine scrub – Antiseptic wound cleaner can be diluted with water.

2. Enema – Use for constipation, colic, etc.

3. Telfa pads – Apply sterile to wound surface, AFATER cleaning.

4. Gauze squares (stack) – Use to dab or clean wounds. Apply with pressure to top bleeding.

5. Brown gauze (4) – Covers telfa and gauze squares to wrap around limbs.

6. Vet-wrap (Large - 2) – Applies pressure to stop bleeding, provides limb support, and outer bandage cover.

7. Bute tablets (10) – Reduces fever/heat, pain, or swelling for up to 12 hours. One (1) tablet per 500 lbs. Twice daily.

8. Sulfa tablets (30) – Oral antibiotic for emergency. Give one (1) tablet per 60 lbs. Twice daily

9. Triple antibiotic ointment – Apply to eye injury. Can also be used in any puncture wound.

10. Q-tip (6) – Long wooded recommended. Dab into puncture wounds, clean out eyes, ears and apply medicine in delicate areas.

11. Hemostat – Clips on vein to stop bleeding. Can hold or pull stickers, spines, etc.

Advance Kit Additions

Banamine paste – Best for colic. 1 cc per 100 lbs also works for any pain, fever, or swelling.

Thermometer – Two (2) minutes in rectum. Adult temperature: 99-101. Foal temperature: 100-102. Bute and/or banamine reduce fever.

Suture material – 2-0 PDS wounds Use only in extreme life threatening situations. Most wounds can be bandages and sutured up to 12-18 hours later by a veterinarian.

60 cc syringe – to give oral solutions of medicine or to flush open wounds. Many other uses.

Needles and syringes – to administer medications (1 –12, 1 – 6, and 2 – 3 syringes) (2 – 18 and 2 – 20 needles)

Mineral oil (quart) – Give orally in case of colic or for poisonous weed ingestion.
